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I have noticed that stories like Harry Potter, The Golden Compass, and Twilight continue to be very 
popular.  An underlying theme in these stories combines children with supernatural powers.  Not 
much has changed from when I was a kid in regards to these types of stories.  I have changed and I 
find myself intrigued by the content from a developmental standpoint rather than entertainment. 
 
I loved to escape into a good book as a child especially a fantasy.  Science fiction always captured 
my imagination; I believed that perhaps somehow I would discover that I had hidden powers or that I 
was an alien.  Sound familiar?  Fantasy and imagination are wonderful resources.  In the story “Life 
is Beautiful” fantasy and imagination are the tools used to help a child survive the Jewish Holocaust.  
Myths are often told to help guide us through difficult times or to help us make the right decision. 
 
It seems to me that if we give credence to, or gain hope from these stories, than the truth should be 
even more powerful.  Unfortunately the miracles and stories in the Bible are occasionally shrugged 
off as mere myth.  If we do this then our hope for resurrection becomes myth since this is the    
greatest miracle of all. 
 
I do not raise these points to dismiss these other books or to state any disapproval for the reading 
and enjoyment of them.  Instead my desire is to encourage conversation between youth and adults 
specifically as it applies to faith development.  I find it challenging being in the world but not of the 
world.  I occasionally wonder what life would be like if we spent the majority of our week preparing 
for eternal life rather than a temporal one.  I think I had it right when I was young; “I am an alien with 
supernatural abilities”.  As a child I yearned for a world and powers that surpassed what I have on 
earth.  I wonder if it is because I knew then and still know in my heart of hearts that something isn’t 
right with this world.

of a spiritual journey, and much more – the pos-
sibilities are as diverse as the people who will 
walk it! 
 
The CTS community is supportive of this idea. 
This idea was discussed years ago by Parish 
Nurse Tisch Lynch and Pr. Gary Grafwallner, 
and Tisch remains enthusiastic about the idea. 
Myra Smith attended Labyrinth Facilitator’s 
Training and a Labyrinth Builder’s class in 2008, 
and is willing to lead the project.

After an Adult Forum series 
this fall about the labyrinth and its use for prayer 
and healing, we had the following members sign 
up for our proposed labyrinth committee and re-
ceived one initial small donation from another 
member, and lots of questions and interest in 
using the         labyrinths for prayer and healing, 
with          approximately 50 different members 
attending the class over 3 weeks. Initial mem-
bers of the new committee will be: Markham 
Johnston, April Boyden, John Grebe, Jeanne 
Brotherton, Myra Smith, Kathy Kyle and Kathy 
Wines. Any other interested members are in-
vited to join the group. After our ideas get 
fleshed out, we will also invite all members to 
participate in creating whatever the committee 
and Council determines will be best for our 
church community. 
 
History/Christian Use of Labyrinths:  
 
The earliest recorded use of a labyrinth in a 
Christian setting was in the year 324 CE in    
Algiers, North Africa, when Christians placed a 
labyrinth on the floor of their church. Using the 
metaphor of a labyrinth to illustrate Christian   
beliefs can be traced back to the 4th century, 
when several early church fathers wrote about 
labyrinths. Later, beginning in the 9th century, 
monks working in monastery scriptoriums      

illustrated their manuscripts with labyrinths.  
 
Familiarity with labyrinth images resulted in 
many churches, especially those in France,   
installing large-scale labyrinths on their floors 
during the 12th and 13th centuries. Based on   
legal documents and drawings from the Middle 
Ages (so this is NOT a new age thing, but a 
middle age thing!), the labyrinth was used for 
dances on Easter afternoon, and as a symbol of 
pilgrimage (when it became too dangerous for 
pilgrims to journey to the Holy Land, they would 
journey to gothic cathedrals and walk the     
labyrinth). In that way, the labyrinth became not 
only a symbol for a sacred path, but an actual 
pilgrimage.  
 
The labyrinths that were built in gothic            
cathedrals during this time were constructed  
using a lost art called sacred geometry. 12th 
century architects believed that: 1. a Divine 
hand and mind created the universe 2. the  
creation was lawful according to number and 
proportion 3. we can discover these laws by 
looking at nature and 4. once we know these 
laws, we can use them to create like God      
created.  
 
The Chartres Cathedral labyrinth of France—the 
design which has been copied in numerous 
churches and on canvas, and was made      
popular in the US by the Rev. Dr. Lauren       
Artress of Grace Cathedral in San Francisco, 
CA--incorporates both sacred geometry and 
Christian symbolism (including wholeness, one-
ness, the six days of creation, the twelve tribes 
and twelve disciples). 
 
The word labyrinth is not found in the Bible, but 
themes of following God’s way, spiritual       
journeys, separating/taking time out with God in 
a quiet place, and enjoying God’s presence –all 
central to labyrinth experiences—are found 
throughout Scripture.
